CHARLES

It won’t be long before someone 

realises he’s missing and you’ll 

have cops from the ‘Hill crawling 

all over the place. What are you

 going to tell them?

JENNY

Does anyone else know about the

briefcase?

CHARLES

No, only me, you and FRED.

JENNY

(calm)

I’ll ring them tomorrow… tell 

them about the road accident, how

 
you took the briefcase of money

into Fred. Then when I come home 

the next day, he’d gone, along

 
with his clothes. 

(glances at FRED’S suitcase)

They’ll figure it out easy

 
enough.

CHARLES, incredulous. 

CHARLES

What are you talking about?

JENNY

Getting us out of this mess. We

 
do nothing, we’ll be in gaol for

 
the rest of our lives.

CHARLES

I didn’t do anything. I shouldn’t

 
even be here.

JENNY

But you are here and I saved your

 
life.  You owe me.

A long beat as CHARLES weighs it all up.

There’s an old silver mine, the

 
other side of town.
